Quilt Camp – during this week of 

camp you will choose fabric 

squares of your favorite colors 

and sew them together.  Then you 

will complete your quilt by sewing lines of 

quilting to secure the three layers together.

as many fabric crafts as 

time permits.  Crafts 

include:  pillows, windsocks, 

bean bag critters, bears, and much more! 

Fashion Design Camp – during 

this week of camp you can take 

an ordinary white t-shirt, rip 

it, cut it, add buttons and bows 

and design your own tee!  Have 

a pair of jeans with holes in the knees?  Not 

to worry; bring them to camp and transform 

them into a stylish skirt.
