Quilt Camp – during this week of camp you will 
choose from precut quilt kits and sew the 
pieces together.  Then you will complete your 
quilt by sewing lines of quilting to secure the 
three layers together. 
 
 
Craft Camp – during this week of camp you will 
make as many fabric crafts as time permits.  
Crafts include:  pillows, windsocks, bean bag 
critters, bears, and much more!
